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      Plagiarism is stealing

It is using somebody else work and words and presenting them as your own. It is easy to cut-and-paste material into assignments.  But websites are as easy for teachers to find as they are for you. 

· And how many times have they marked similar assignments. 

· How many times have other students presented the same material as you?

Where did you get that information, statistic, argument, illustration, graphic or quote?

You need to show and acknowledge the sources you use. 
It shows your research and,
· Acknowledges the work of others

· Demonstrates the body of knowledge upon which you based your work

· Enables others to check/trace your information and lead them to further information.

Using References

You can show your source either within the text or numbered footnotes and with a bibliography that appears at the end of your work, organised alphabetically by author’s surname, followed by date of publication, title (underlined)  and sub-title, series & individual volume numbers (if any), edition (if not the first), place of publication, publisher

With the Harvard System you mention the author and date of publication in the text of your work e.g. the work of Jones (1995) was concerned to emphasise the importance of quality in social research.

If you use a direct quote you should identity the page number 

e.g. (Jones, 1995 pp123-3)

How should I cite material from the Internet ?

A common form for students’ work is; Author (Surname followed by first name or institutional name i.e. Sainsbury.  Title. URL (www.address) (year) and date when accessed.
Cite, not Steal!
